In the framework of the generalized model of bending beams by S. P.
Timoshenko, when in addition to the transverse forces, longitudinal compressive or
tensile forces also affect beam deflections, a problem of plane contact of two identical
beams of finite length on an elastic rough band under the action of a transverse load
distributed by the linear law under the axial compressive forces is considered.

The problem is formulated in the form of a nonlinear integral equation in
respect of normal pressure between band and beams, under the additional conditions.
An effective solution of the problem was obtained by the method of successive
approximation including the principle of compressed mappings.

THE pH-DEPENDENT CHANGES OF OPTICAL SPECTRAL INDICES OF

The pH-range related reversible changes of the form and intensity of optical
absorbtion spectra of the Nox isolated from rats lung cell membranes is determined
for the first time. The Nox is implemented without detergents, which denaturize the
enzyme. The 0,1 M hydrochloric acid (pH 3 or lower) or 0,1 M KOH (up to pH 11 or
higher) are added to the solution of this Nox and incubated at 20° C for 5 min. KOH or
HCI should be added to these solutions to reach their pH to 7,4. The form and
intensity of the optical absorption spectra of Nox in these ranges of pH (3-11) are
changed reversibly. Out of these ranges the irreversible denaturation of this enzyme is
observed. It is possible, that these changes of the Nox are conditioned by the fact that
lung transfers various exogenous toxic agents with the air to the organism.

Thus, the Nox localized in the lung cell membranes indicates high
counteraction against exogenous agents of alkaline-acidic character.

In the early 90s of the 19th century, and particularly in 1891, the healthcare

system of Yerevan province was not developed, the hospitals were not enough, and the
existing hospitals were concentrated in the city and in several villages, in the result of
which the patients could not receive the necessary medical care.
At that time, there was a shortage of not only medical institutions, but also the number
of healthcare providers, and this was the time when epidemics was spreading in the
Province of Yerevan, which took thousands of human lives. Among the most common
diseases were malaria, smallpox, plague, eye diseases, gastrointestinal diseases,
respiratory diseases, ulcers, syphilis, etc.
