In the framework of the generalized model of bending beams by S. P.
Timoshenko, when in addition to the transverse forces, longitudinal compressive or
tensile forces also affect the deflections of beams, a class of plane contact problems of
bending beams on an elastic basis under the action of longitudinal compressive forces
is considered.

The problems are formulated in the form of singular integral equation (SIU)
with respect to the normal contact stresses between the elastic basis and beams under
some additional conditions. An effective solution to these SlUs is obtained by direct
application of the well-known numerical-analytical method based on Cauchy type
integrals and Gaussian formulas for ordinary integrals and using the mathematical
apparatus of polynomials by Chebyshev.

This part of research provides a solution to the corresponding problem of
bending one beam on an elastic half-plane.

Out of cell membranes of leaves of medical plants Rumex and Chenopodium
album, a superoxide (Oy")-producing associate between NADPH containing lipoprotein
(NCL) and NADPH oxidase was isolated and purified for the first time. The purity of
indirectly mentioned preparations is evaluated upon symmetry of eluation diagram and
PAAG electrophoresis. The forms of optical absorption spectra of water opalescence
solutions of these associates do not practically differ. The specific activities of the
associates Rumex and Chenopodium album are 6,4+ 0,01 mg/g and 5,3+0.01 mg/g
(p<0,05, n=6), correspondingly. The specific superoxide-producing activity of these
associates in the solution were determined by adrenaline method: 34,2+4,7 U/mg/ml
and 31,1£3,2 U/mg/ml (p<0,05, n=6) composed for Rumex and Chenopodium
album, correspondingly. The mechanism of the production of O, by these associates is
conditioned by the electron transfer from NADPH of NCL on the surfice of cell
membranes to heme group of Nox, then to molecular oxygen which is reduced to Oy~ It
is concluded that the NCL located on the surfaces of cell membranes is a cofactor for the
Nox. Thus, these associates have functional and structural roles and function as new
prooxydant components for medical plants Rumex and Chenopodium album.

The work relates to organic chemistry, in particular, to a water-soluble
chelated complex of N-monomethylol carbamide ethylene glycol with copper. The
polyhydric alcohol is reacted with metal acetate when being stirred at a temperature of
40-45 ° C. Stirring is carried out until the formation of acetic acid is completed, then
the mixture is washed with a solution of ethyl alcohol, filtered, and the resulting
residue is dried. Monomethylol carbamide ethylene glycol is used as polyhydric
alcohol, copper acetate is used as metal acetate, and a mixture of acetone and ethyl
alcohol is used as a solution of ethyl alcohol at a ratio of 1: 1, whereas the residue is
washed with diethyl ether at 45-50 ° C before drying.

By the Treaty of Turkmenchay dating back to February 10, 1828; the greater
part of Eastern Armenia - the Khanates of Yerevan and Nakhichevan, as well as the
Ordubad district joined the Russian Empire.

On October 6, 1827 by the order of General Ivan Paskevich, the interim
administration of Yerevan was established, which was to exercise authority over the
occupied territories.
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On March 21, 1828 Nikolay | issued a charter establishing the Armenian
province from the khanates of Yerevan and Nakhichevan and from the district of
Ordubad.

In 1840 the Armenian province was dissolved and united to the newly formed
Tiflis province.

The article presents the necessity, goals, objectives, as well as the positive and
negative phenomena revealed during the implementation of social package in the
Republic of Armenia, as well as the trends of further development and improvement of
services provided within the social package. Social package has a considerable
motivating impact. Information on the services provided, starting from the moment of
introduction, as well as changes made in the legislation were presented, commenting
on their positive impact, as well as the positive and stimulating impact of the
implementation of social package on solving social problems in our country.

As a result of the analysis, recommendations were made mainly
directed to funds collected and not used during one budget year. As the current
legislation allows the beneficiaries to use the money in the future, it is suggested to
enable them to organize their holidays not only in Armenia and Artsakh, but also
abroad. In addition, we think that it is extremely important to maximize the use of
compulsory health insurance in the Republic making it available to eligible
beneficiaries.

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The article attempts to study the similarities and differences in the worldview
of two major representatives of the 18th-century English literature - Daniel Defoe and
Jonathan Swift, reflected in their literary heritage, in particular, in the works
“Robinson Crusoe” and “Gulliver's Travels. It is emphasized that the issue is not new
in the literature, as many English and Russian scholars have addressed it.

Living in the same country and in the same era, Defoe and Swift also have
completely different views as thinkers and writers. Defoe's worldview is tied to the
political activity of the newly emerging bourgeoisie, while Swift's interests were to some
extent linked to aristocracy. In his novel Defoe speaks of human greatness, proficiency,
and power of will by glorifying England and the Englishmen in every possible way,
whereas Swift ridicules English morality and civilization.

The article substantiates the idea that this disagreement enriches the English
literature rather than impoverishing it.

PARALLEL TERMS IN THE SOCIAL SCIENCES

At each stage of language development, parallel terms emerge for this or that
reason. The use of parallel terms is usually temporary. One member of the term pair
usually wins. The reasons of emergence of parallel terms are different. We have
referred to parallel terms formed of borrowed terms and their Armenian equivalents
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/literary criticism, linguistics, economics, law and different branches of art/. In the
social sciences, borrowings and their Armenian parallel terms are divided into the
following groups: a) loan word and the Armenian equivalent - semantic copying, b)
loan word and its structural-semantic copying, c) loan word and half copying. In the
parallel use of both borrowed and Armenian terms, the preference is often given to
the Armenian equivalents, sometimes to foreign terms and sometimes they both are
used in parallel.

The
article "On the border of two worlds” by Charents can be considered one of the best
articles ever written about Tumanyan.

In 1932 Charents edited the complete collection of works by Tumanyan.

Tumanyan rose with all his epicism in the emerald pages of "The Book of The
Way".

Where exactly was the style of Tumanyan reflected in Charents’s work? The
greatest Charents himself gave an exhaustive answer to this question in poetic ways
typical to him.

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The given paper presents the results of the experimental teaching with
the use of a set of exercises and tasks based on the comparative method. The
exercises were developed by us and experimentally validated during our
experiment which was conducted with the 1*-year Master students of Faculty of
Philology of Gavar State University. Our main aim was to check experimentally
the possibilities of using different types of exercises in order to develop the
learners’ skills of using the comparative method while analyzing linguistic
phenomena and summarize the student’s knowledge of English, Russian and
Armenian vocabulary. The analysis of the word-stocks of English and Armenian
languages, their origin and evolvement shows that as both languages have
borrowings from Greek and Latin, they both have international words in their
word-stock. Russian is the first foreign language for Armenian students. From
the fact that Russian has more borrowings than Armenian, we can conclude that
with the use of the prerequisite knowledge of Russian vocabulary learners can
guess the meaning of English words of international character more easily and
effectively.

The paper discusses an up-to-date issue of multilingualism

The paper touches upon gender specific and gender neutral job titles
in the English language.

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THE CHANGE OF FORM OF GOVERNMENT IN THE THIRD
REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

The article deals with the changes in the form of government in the process of
state-constitutional construction of the Third Republic of Armenia, the powers of state
authorities under different forms of government, their relationships, the division of
branches of state authority, the balance, restraint and counterbalance between them,
as well as the issues of ensuring mutual control.

It is noted that as a result of the constitutional amendments in 2015, the Third
Republic of Armenia adopted the parliamentary form of government, according to
which a legislative body with broad powers and a presidential institution with very
limited powers were formed.

By the methods of historical and comparative-legal analyses, the peculiarities
of states having presidential, parliamentary and mixed (semi-presidential and semi-
parliamentary) forms of government are examined in the article.
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The importance of ensuring effective interaction between the legislative,
executive and judicial branches of government of the Republic of Armenia is pointed
out, aimed at developing democratic institutions and implementing the principles of the
rule of law.

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CONSTITUTIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR OFFICE-HOLDER CANDIDATES IN THE
ARMENIAN REPUBLIC: NECESSITY OR CONDITIONALITY

The article is dedicated to the requirements and restrictions for candidates of
office-holders established by the Constitution of the Republic of Armenia.In
professional literature, the concept of "minimum requirements" is defined by the term
"census" (qualification). Qualifications are manifested in the form of age, citizenship,
residence, educational, scientific, professional, linguistic, property and other
mandatory requirements.

It is mentioned that the minimum requirements for the candidates of office-
holders, and provisions on incompatibility are necessary from the perspective of
ensuring public order and legality, as well as proper performance of duties by office-
holders. The article dwells on the provisions on incompatibility and the minimum
requirements for candidates of the Deputy of the National Assembly of the Republic of
Armenia, the President of the Republic of Armenia, the member of the Government of
the Republic of Armenia, the Human Rights Defender, judges, prosecutors and other
officials. A conclusion has been made on increasing the age qualification for the
candidate of Deputy of the National Assembly, imposing requirements for higher
professional education and making other necessary changes corresponding to the
status of RA officials.
