And by this in the works of Alishan we can find a full story where are shown
all the ancestors of Armenian nation beginning from Noah to Hajk and to his
descendants, while Abeghyan analyses e.g. the story of Hajk apart of the other legends,
always trying to find out cultural influence of neighboring nations. Alishan and
Mkhitarists were trying to show and were proving the great role that had played
Armenia and ancestors of Armenian nation in the prehistorical times which was
reflected in different sources and legends. For this point of view Mkhitarists were
sometimes criticized as extreme nationalist researchers. But it must be mentioned that
such ideas were promoted also by other non-Armenian researchers.

In the framework of the generalized model of bending beam system by S. P.
Timoshenko, when in addition to transverse forces, longitudinal compressive or tensile
forces also affect the bending of beams, a class of flat contact problems of the bending
beams on an elastic basis under the longitudinal compressive forces is considered.

The problems are formulated in the form of a singular integral equation (SIU)
with respect to normal contact stresses between the elastic basis and beams. An
effective solution to these SIUs is obtained by direct application of the well-known
numerical-analytical method based on Gaussian formulas for Cauchy type integrals and
ordinary integrals and using the mathematical apparatus of the Chebyshev polynomials.

This part of research provides a solution to the corresponding problem of
bending a stystem of beams on an elastic half-plane.

The work relates to methods for wastewater purification and can find application
in the food and chemical industries for the treatment of wastewater with a high
concentration of organic compounds, bacteria, and salts of heavy metals. Wastewater
is treated with a cleaning agent and then filtered. Before the treatment, the pH of the
waste water is adjusted to a value of 8.0-9.0 by means of a cleaning agent, then milk
whey is introduced, where a mixture of ozone and atmospheric air taken in a volume
ratio of 1:1 is used as a cleaning agent. The degree of wastewater purification increases
and the conditions of the purification process are improved.

As part of this work, an assessment of widely used indices was done: Shannon
diversity, Simpson dominance, and Margalef species richness, to assess the
phytoplankton biodiversity.

When determining - calculating these indices, various components of the
community have been used: the number of species, quantitative indicators (quantity
and biomass), or both indicators together. The research was carried out on
phytoplankton communities of seven rivers: Gavaraget, Dzknaget, Argichi, Lichk,
Karchakhbyur, Masrik and Vardenis, as well as the catchment basin of Lake Sevan.
Samples were taken once a season from the upper, middle and lower reaches of rivers
in 2018.

The phytoplankton contained 110 species of algae belonging to five main divisions
(Bacillariophyta, Cyanophyta, Chlorophyta, Euglenophyta, Xanthophyta). In all studied
rivers, diatoms dominated in species richness.

In different seasons, the quantitative indicators of the indices and the limits of
their changes were studied; while using correlation analysis, the existing relationships
between the quantitative indicators of various phytoplankton groups and the indices
were revealed.

The purpose of this study is to examine the financial accessibility of small and
medium-sized enterprises in Armenia by identifying funding issues. The objective
of the study is to present proposals for increasing access to finance for SMEs.

The study showed that, despite the fact that the financial system of Armenia
consists of 17 commercial banks, 39 universal credit organizations, 9 insurance
companies, 3 insurance brokers, 10 investment companies, 3 investment and
pension funds, as well as a number of pawnshops, credit bureaus and money
transfer companies; however, 85.4% of the financial sector assets are owned by
banks. This is an obstacle to meeting the financial needs of SMEs, as they avoid
high interest rates on loans, as well as to factors such as their short-term
availability, provision mainly in foreign currency, and many other reasons.
Therefore, it is recommended to develop non-bank financing instruments for
SMEs.

The everyday activities of people and society is impossible without numerous and repetitive
actions related to the exchange. On the one hand, “money”, “credit” and “price” are everyday, and
on the other hand, they are areas of study of cause and effect relationships, where the disclosure of
patterns formed a system of commaodity-money and financial-credit relations.

The use of credit by individuals and especially entrepreneurship from year to year also
provided an abundance of goods to generations. One of the conditions for the development of
entrepreneurship is the current level of percentage of using loans, which led to an attempt to
consider a causal relationship between “money”, “credit”, “interest” and “price”.

When “money” is a condition of exchange, the “price” expressed in “money” simultaneously
provides the measurability of the exchange, and the exchange cannot take place without such
certainty. Thus, “money” and “price” are inseparable. And “credit” is a manifestation of the same
exchange act when there is a “delay” in compensation.

In the case of “percent”, the following is taken as the basis: “As a general rule, the benefits
in the present are greater than the future benefits of the same quality and in the same quantity.” The
basis is the assessment of the good by the man at this moment. It turns out that the “percent” exists
when there is agreement.

Therefore, with the consent of one of the parties, there arises the possibility of presenting
"fiduciary" money, or based only on trust, to create jobs in the real sector of the country's economy,
which can be achieved through the development and implementation of national programs.

FUNERAL RITE IN THE TERRITORY OF GAVAR AND ITS REFLECTION IN
GAGS AND GIGGLES

The funeral-obit, which is unique in the family ritual system, is distinguished by
the preservation of ancient traditions: it contains many unique elements of life, lifestyle,
habits and perceptions of the Armenian people. In Gavar it somewhat differs from
traditional national rituals (square memorial meals, organization of consolation service
on the next day after burial, serving “Khash” on the seventh day after burial, the
fifteenth-day funeral reception, etc.).

Over time, people's outlook changes, as well as economic changes occur, as a
result of which the nature and appearance of these ceremonies change, whereas their
content and meaning remain.

However, irrespective of everything, the creative potential of the people
responding to various situations continues to create new jokes and anecdotes.

Term systems in all languages are formed by different means of term creation,
however, each language, as well as the term system, has also its peculiarities due to the
general development level of the given field and the peculiarities of that language.

The commonly used words converted into terms due to the change of the
meaning (similarities of external and internal features, combination, functional
changes, etc., the basis of which is reinterpretation) have a certain role in the
terminology.

Interpenetrations always take place between terms and non-terms. Common
words losing some of their features become terms and vice versa, terms enter the
common vocabulary.

APPLYING CLASSROOM ASSESSMENT TECHNIQUES (CATs): REFLECTION
ON TEACHING EXPERIENCE

The given paper presents the reflection on teaching with the application
of various CATs (Classroom Assessment Techniques). CATs belong to formative
assessment and are aimed mainly at monitoring of learning progress. The
detailed and deepest study on CATs can be found in the book by Tomas A. Angelo
and K. Patricia Cross “Classroom Assessment Techniques: A Handbook for
College Teachers” (San Francisco: Jossey-Bass, 1993).

Based on Angelo and Cross’s classification we delivered teaching with the
application of some CATs (one or two CATs were selected from five CATs groups).
The selected CATs were validated during the second term of this academic year
(2019-2020) within master degree students of the Department of English language
and literature of the Faculty of Philology in Gavar State University (Armenia)
within two courses - “Multilinguistic Didactics” and “Intercultural
Communication”. In the view of COVID-19 pandemic and the sanitary situation in
the country we switched to distance learning as soon as the state of emergency
was announced in March 2020. As a result, both academic programs were
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updated (topics covered, assignments, class activities, learning materials and
tools, etc.). The application of CATs gave us the opportunity to evaluate the
changes and improvements made in the programs. The detailed overview of the
techniques used, their benefits and procedures are presented in the given paper.

The given paper presents the results of the experimental teaching with the
use of the case study method.

NATIONAL ASSEMBLY OF THE ARMENIAN REPUBLIC

The article is dedicated to several issues of the status of deputies of the
National Assembly of the Armenian Republic, which are discussed in the context of
the RA constitutional amendments. The article presents the requirements for
candidates, the constitutional powers, as well as the restrictions and guarantees of
the activity of the member of legislature, the issues of political-constitutional
responsibility and the peculiarities of the deputy’s mandate; the proportional,
majoritarian and mixed electoral systems, as well as their differences, positive sides
and shortcomings are addressed. The issues of relations between the parliamentary
majority and minority are also being studied; importance is attached to the
development of parliamentarism and parliamentary democracy, the rooting of the
culture of parliamentary activities. Among other proposals, the article substantiates
that it is necessary to make changes in the constitutional law "Rules of Procedure
of the National Assembly" to fix that "the Deputy has the right to leave the faction
if he resigns”. It is proposed to enshrine in the Constitution that a person who has
reached at least thirty years of age and has at least five years of work experience
can become a deputy of the RA National Assembly. It is mentioned that the deputy
should carry out his mandate with a high sense of responsibility and represent an
example to his voters.

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"SYRIAN-ROMAN CODE OF LAW" AS A MONUMENT OF AN EARLY CHRISTIAN
ARMENIAN LAW

In Russian, Western European historical, literary and legal sources the “Syrian-
Roman Code of law” or the “Law of kings Constantine, Theodosius and Leo - the
emperors of Rome” is considered to have been published by the Roman State in the
4th-5th centuries. It exists only in Armenian, Syrian (Assyrian) and Arabic languages.
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The Code of law is argued to have been Roman-Syrian and its Armenian version was
translated by Bishop Nerses Lambronatsi and adopted by the Armenian State of Cilicia
in the late 12th century. However, the Syrian (Assyrian) people couldn’t have had a
Code or a Code of law. The Code is a sign and manifestation of positive law and state,
but not law in general. The Assyrian people were deprived of statehood already in the
7th century B.C., and nothing is known about the Assyrian law. As for the Roman slave
state, it had never published codes in languages of conquered nations, and in the 4th-
5th centuries, the Roman Empire had no such codified law. Besides, there is no
evidence of the “Code of law” belonging to these nations in Roman, Greek, Assyrian
and Arabic sources.

Today, the “Code of law” is called “Laconic civil statutes” instead of “Syrian-
Roman Code of law”. It was compiled by Gregory the llluminator in the early 4th
century on the basis of Armenian Zoroastrian sources and was intended to be used in
Great Armenia, the first Christian State, as well as in Eastern provinces of the Roman
Empire populated mainly by Armenians. Roman Emperor Constantine the Great
handed over these provinces to Armenian King Tiridates Ill (a former Roman
commander) as well as approved of the Code of law to be used in these Roman-
Armenian provinces.

It is proved in the article that the Armenian State of Cilicia and the neighboring
Turkish and Arab speaking Muslim states were populated not only by Armenians, but
also by other nations professing Christianity - Assyrians, Arabs, and Greeks. Legal
proceedings in these newly formed states were conducted in Arabic language, based
on Sharia. The Muslim courts did not have a code of laws applied to representatives of
these Christian nations to regulate their civil and matrimonial relations.

This is why in the late 12th century the authorities of the Armenian State of Cilicia
initiated the translation of “Laconic civil statutes” (the “Code of law”) into Arabic and
other languages in order to systematize and unify civil and matrimonial relations, as
well as to use the “Code of law” in both Muslim and Christian courts.

It is also proved that Nerses Lambronatsi did not translate this Code of law from
any other language. He had only adapted the existing ancient Armenian text to legal
and linguistic realities of his time.

The aim is a) to reval the
socio-legal essence, the peculiarities, the international experience of application of the
Probation Institute, b) to introduce the importance of the mentioned institute in raising
the efficiency of judicial system, as well as in readjusting and resocializing of the person
who has committed a crime. Analytical, legal-comparative methods have been used in
the article to study the legislation of the Republic of Armenia, as well as the acting
principles in the legal system and legal proceedings and theorists’ research of some
foreign countries. In conclusion it has been mentioned that it is necessary to invest
alternative types of punishment as the punishment in the form of deprivation of liberty,
which affects negatively not only a concrete person, but also the society.
