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The present study refers to the use of food supplements in Armenia, the
development of novel functional food offerings based on biologically active supplements
(BAS).

Food is one of the main determinants of human health. The priorities of modern
food science include the organization of an effective balanced diet, the prevention of
foodborne diseases, quality control and the improvement of food safety systems. The
XXI century is characterized by the creation of a wide range of food supplements,
which allows to significantly expand the range of food products to give them the
desired consumer properties, significantly increase the shelf life.

The purpose of this opinion-article is to focus the attention of RA businessmen
on the productions of functional food products.

The analysis of scientific literature data and our interviews showed that i) a large
number of BASs are used in Armenia, ii) the use of BASs in food production processes
in RA is far from scientifically substantiated, and iii) quite good collection of probiotics
in RA with their well-known characteristics, on the one hand, and on the other hand,
the developing technologies of dairy products are an exceptional basis for the
development of functional food production in RA.

ABOUT THE MODEL FOR SOLVING THE PROBLEM OF GENDER DETERMINATION
IN EXCEL (BY THE EXAMPLES OF ARMENIAN NAMES)

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The study was conducted to find ways to automate gender reassignment for
names (Armenian) in Excel spreadsheets, as the study found that the use of existing
functions in the program is not sufficient to organize such a process. It is only possible
for the names in those languages where there are definite endings (for example, for
Russian names where the ending of feminine nouns differs from the ending of
masculine nouns). Therefore, the task is to organize a model of automatic completion
of gender reassignment based on the full name. The capabilities of the Gender API site
have also been explored, which is the rationale for this problem. The solution of the
problem posed by the analysed materials was carried out by means of a macro
program, which allows to perform automatic gender identification, to identify names
missing in the database, to separate them, and then to update the database.

As a result, with the help of the macro program, automatic gender identification
and gender mainstreaming can be done free of charge, not only with internet
connection, and not only for Armenian names. In the latter case, one only needs to fill
in the list of relevant names in the program in advance. It is worth mentioning that that
this model of gender orientation can also be a component of the development of some
intellectual systems.

The Trebizond Conference became a litmus test for the interests of Young
Turks’ Turkey and Transcaucasian Sejm. The former sought to turn the region into
its protectorate, while the latter used the issue of autonomy of Turkish Armenia to
obtain the status of recognition and secure the Russian-Turkish border of 1914. The
Armenian question was not resolved at the Trebizond Conference due to force
imbalance of the participants in the negotiations and a lack of unity among the
Transcaucasian representatives.

TERRITORIAL CLAIMS OF AZERBAIJAN TO THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA IN 1918

After the formation of the Transcaucasian republics, they faced a number of
state and legal problems related to the disputed territories (Akhalkalaki, Azaltsikhe,
Lori, Karabakh, Zangezur, Nakhichevan, Kars), during the solution of which no one
wanted to make concessions. The Republic of Azerbaijan has declared from the very
beginning that it claims to a large part of the Transcaucasia. Despite the fact that the
declaration of independence of Azerbaijan stated that the Azerbaijan Democratic
Republic seeks to establish good-neighborly relations with all members of the
international community and, first of all, with certain countries and nations; however,
in practice, its steps testified to the opposite. Azerbaijan, taking advantage of the
established military and political influence of Ottoman Turkey in the Transcaucasus,
included all the territories of the Baku and Elizavetpol provinces. By this act, the
Musavatists tried to seize the provinces of Nagorno-Karabakh and Zangezur with a
homogeneous Armenian population, which were an indivisible part of Armenia. In
December 1918, immediately after the Turkish retreat from the Erivan province,
Azerbaijan expanded its claims, claiming a significant part of the Erivan province.
Azerbaijan's claims to the Armenian lands had both political and vital economic
implications for Armenia. To prevent the pan-Islamist and panturan threat, Armenia
could not allow Azerbaijan and Turkey to have a common border.

After Armenia gained independence, the state policy towards the Diaspora was
carried out through the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund. It was established in 1992 and
sent large-scale support provided by the Diaspora to the Motherland.
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Traditional national parties (ARF, ADL and SDHP) returned to their homeland
and began to participate in the social and political life of the country. Pan-Armenian
structures have also become more active, many of which have opened their
representative offices in the homeland.

The state took steps to unite two Armenian churches (Echmiadzin-Antelias), but
the process was not crowned with success. The Armenian Apostolic Church continued
to divide.

To make the Armenia-Diaspora partnership more organized, the RA Ministry of
Foreign Affairs established state structures working with the Diaspora, including the
Executive Secretariat for Relations with the Diaspora (2000), the Agency of Diaspora
Relations (2002), and the State Committee for Relations with the Diaspora (2008). The
Ministry of Diaspora, operating since October 2008, only managed to establish large-
scale contacts with the Diaspora, as well as developed and implemented many effective
programs.

ON A NEW METHOD FOR DETERMINING THE INITIAL SOLUTION OF THE

The transport problem is considered in the article where several methods for
finding its initial solution are listed, especially the Fogel method, which is considered
the best of all. Their effectiveness is discussed from the point of finding the optimal
solution at the very first step. An algorithm for a new method for determining the initial
solution by avoiding maximum elements is described, the efficiency of which, found
experimentally, is 62%, and for the Fogel method - 56%. In addition, the new method
we propose is much less laborious. The scope of application of the new method is also
described.

Kuwait, with its small, open economy, is one of the world's largest oil producers
and exporters with the sixth largest oil reserves.

It is a member of OPEC, where oil production is managed entirely by the
state-owned Kuwait Oil Company (KPC). The destruction of the oil industry and the
economic sanctions imposed after the war led to a loss of export earnings. Kuwait's
GDP collapsed from about $ 24 billion in 1989 to $ 10 billion in 1991.

The main purpose of this research is to study the structural shifts of the share of
separate spheres of economy in GDP and the changes of real volume of GDP in 2019-
2020 by quarters conditioned by COVID-19 and the second Artsakh war. As the
analysis showed, in comparison with 2020, in 2019 the share of agriculture in GDP
decreased in all quarters. Annually its share decreased from 11.5% to 11.2%. In 2020,
comparing the 3@ and 4" quarters with the same quarters of the previous year, the
share of trade and services in GDP particularly decreased, parallely the shares of
industry and construction in GDP increased.The volume index of industry decreased
starting with the 2" quarter of 2020. In 2020, compared with 2019, the volume index
of industry decreased by 1.7 percentage point.The economic downturn has been
obviously noticed in the sphere of services.

ANALYZING WORD FORMATION ISSUES IN STEPANOS PALASANYAN’S WORKS

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A prominent researcher Stepanos Palasanyan (1837- 1889) played an enormous
role in the scientific study of Eastern Armenian ashkharhabar (Contemporary
Armenian language). Palasanyan’s works are devoted not only to the Armenian
language, but to the Armenian literature and culture as well. The goal of this research
is to find out the preconditions and basis of the development of the word formation
study of ashkharhabar (Contemporary Armenian).

The word formation issues were discussed in Palasanyan’s works “The general
theory of Eastern Armenian written language” («Cunhwunip wnbunyehit wnbitkwu
unp gpwinp |Ggnth hwjng») and “Analitical grammar of the mother tongue”
(«RPutwlwu pbpwywunyehtt dwyptup |Ggnth»). Several fragments of these works
concerning some parts of speech are of particular interest to us. These fragments have
been discussed in the given paper. To name the affixal words, Palasanyan, like
Aydinian, applies the terms wéwugwlwu pwnbp or wéwugjw| pwnbp.

On the whole, in Palasanyan’s works there is no significant novelty in the sphere
of word formation: one can claim, that the linguist compiled and summarized the main
patterns of the word formation of Eastern Armenian, launching the development of the
new literary version of Eastern Armenian and sometimes demonstrating the differences
between similar realia of the Ancient Armenian literary language.

One of the central tasks of the folklore science is the clarification of folklore-
ritual interactions. Traces of various rituals and customs, episodic and complete
descriptions have been preserved In folk tales. The realization of the inevitability of
death, penetrating all spheres of life, with different manifestations, is present
everywhere (religion, science, art, education, folklore and ritual systems, etc.),
becoming an indicator of the development of civilization. In some fairy tale plots there
are fragments related to the funeral ritual. There have been preserved “Complete
descriptions of the funeral rites” and many elements of the mourning. Certain
elements of the funeral rite have been preserved, for example, in the “Tale of
Tapagyoz” where there is a talk of an ancient rite of being buried with a husband. The
fairy tale “Dead Angel” written by Tigran Navasardyan presents the funeral ceremonies
of a young man and an old man, being somehow different from each other.
Tumanyan's “Death of Kikos” with its folk versions is distinguished by episodes of
lamentation. The ancient notions of death preserved in Armenian folk tales and their
literary elaborations, beliefs, descriptions of different stages of the funeral ceremony
are extremely valuable for thanatological research.

Among loan words, exoticisms have their particular place, which are concepts
serving to render foreign culture, objects and habits that don’t exist in the borrowed
language, and their usage provides insights into the mental structure and cultural
peculiarities of that nation. These words belong to non-viable layer of language. They
are especially found in translated literature.

Exoticisms can be viewed from different perspectives: 1. by origin, 2. by spheres
(religious, weapons, sports, state-governing body, monetary unit, approach, clothing,
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national dances, titles, literary genres, dishes, drinks, accommodation, etc.), 3. by
change of word meaning, etc.

The article explores some exoticisms that belong to subject-thematic group
“soldier-army”. We observed the following words passed from Turkish into Armenian:
“askyar, bashibozuk, ghzlbash, yanichar, chavush, orda”, from Persian: “mujahideen,
shahid”. Most of them had an extension of word meaning due to metaphorization.

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In this article an analysis of the empirical research conducted by us is presented,
which aims at studying changes in the condition of students’ listening attention and
memory in case of listening to the material with closed eyes, as well as studying the
process of working of the auditory channel of perception in case of absence of visual
support. In the presented research the basis of applying the listening method without
visual support and its positive aspects are also mentioned. During the research,
changes in students’ attention and memory condition were studied, when they were
obliged to listen to the material without pictures, movies, slides, schemes, etc.
Moreover, we have tried to identify the effectiveness of teaching the listening method
without visual support.

The research has been conducted using theoretical and empiric methods. Based
on research results, we have come to the conclusion that the listening method with
closed eyes allows us to develop perception skills of foreign language speech,
contributing to the free communication of members of the process with other native
speakers, therefore we suggest to apply it at non-linguistic universities as well, in the
process of teaching foreign language listening skills.

The article is devoted to the problems of making and using correct complex
sentences in object subordinate clauses by students.

In particular, all possible types of tenses and aspect relations were considered
in complex sentences of object subordinate clauses. The study of the material showed
that when studying tense-aspect combination in these constructions, one should first
get acquainted with the four types of tense-aspect combination, and then with the
peculiarities of the implementation of the tense-aspect combination due to the semantic
nuances of separate verbs. Of five semantic groups of verbs that require direct object
in subordinate clause, two are discussed in the article. 1) verbs of mental activity; 2)
verbs of speech.

For the formation and development of skills in making and using complex
sentences in object subordinate clauses, it is necessary to have a well-thought-out
system of exercises.

The developed system of exercises allows you to avoid mistakes related to this
important aspect of making a complex sentence.

The article covers the topic of comparative analysis of Armenian and Russian
national wedding praise songs. Genre peculiarities of wedding songs are presented

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This article examines parallels between the work of the modern writer Philip
Roth and ancient myths and literature. The purpose of this article is showing how Roth
leans on ancient literature and myths to build his literary works and the characters of
his literary heroes. Using biographical, cultural-historical, comparative, mythological
methods of literary criticism, the author shows that a) in his literary heritage the image
of the “new” Jew is created, which is far from the image of a cliché-Jew such as
Shakespeare's  Shylock: literary characters in Roth's works have rather Hellenistic
characteristics, emotionality and sensuality are especially distinguished, which are
apposite of Jewish, Hellenistic features; in addition, these literary characters don’t even
look like Jews, but more like Greek demigods, and b) in many of his works, Roth raises
themes of ancient literature, including the themes of Death and Fate, and builds many
of his works on ancient legends or the works of ancient authors, the most important of
which are Sophocles' “Oedipus Rex” and Homer's “lliad”. The works "Human Stain",
"Indignation”, "Nemesis", "American Pastoral" and literary heroes lIra Ringold,
Alexander Portnoy, David Kepesh are the focus of analysis.

ON THE ISSUE OF MARRIAGE OF TIRIDATES 11l AND HOLY NUN HRIPSIME

KHACHATRYAN SAMVEL
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The book of the early 4th century historian Agathangelos “History of Armenia”
tells about the escape of Saint Hripsime and a group of nuns from Rome to the capital
of Greater Armenia, Vagharshapat. Agathangelos claims that upon hearing about
Hripsime's beauty, King Tiridates Ill expressed desire to marry her, and delegated his
matchmakers to her. When Hripsime rejected his offer, he ordered to execute her.
This event in Armenian historiography is considered a myth or a fiction devoid of
historical significance.

This article proves that the described events had indeed taken place. The
Armenian King Tiridates Il did marry Hripsime according to the Zoroastrian marriage
ceremony “chakar”, and took her into his harem as a concubine against her will. But
St. Hripsime rejected the claims of the King, resisted when he wanted to take her, for
which she was executed. This event prompted the beginning of the great Christian
revolution in Armenia, the complete Christianization of the Armenian people, the state
and the law.
