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KURDISH NATIONALISM: THEORETICAL BASIS IN HISTORICAL TRAJECTORY
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The article presents the existing main theories on Kurdish nationalism, which
have gained relatively wide popularity in scientific circles and continue to be the subject
of discussions, developed and presented by leading researchers who study Kurdish
nationalism and its history. The theoretical issue of Kurdish nationalism encompass its
chronological evolution, as well as political, social, linguistic, and cultural aspects, which
have been emphasized differently by various researchers throughout the theoretical
development of the issue. The issue of Kurdish nationalism and the origin of the Kurdish
people has been addressed by Kurdish historian Sharafkhan Bidlisi in the 16®™ century
and the Turkish traveler and historian Evliya Chelebi in the 17" century, who put the
presence of tribal social relations at the foundation of Kurdish identity. Later, religion
and language complemented and/or replaced this perspective (A. Hasanpour, A. Vali),
the attitude towards which, as a determinant of identity, has undergone changes over
time depending on the political imperative. Various researchers have given preference
to one or another criteria of Kurdish identity. Language continues to be the primarz
indicator of Kurdish identity. Examining these theoretical developments is crucial for
understanding the nature and trends of Kurdish nationalism.
