LANGUAGE PECULIARITIES OF WORKS BY GHEVOND ALISHAN

Gh. Alishan is one of the famous figures of the Mekhitarist Congregation. The
range of his interests was quite wide: literature, folklore, history, religion, botany,
etc. He also wrote poems and historical and artistic works. Linguistic peculiarities of
works by Gh. Alishan in the context of the development of Western Armenian in the
19th century is presented in the article. The linguistic situation of the mentioned
period put the intellectuals in a dilemma. On the one hand, grabar /Old Armenian/,
whereon a huge amount of literature was created, did not concede its position, and
on the other hand, ashkharhabar /the new Armenian language/ established its rights
in literature.There was a situation when the intellectuals had to make a choice in the
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use of language. Alishan used both Old Armenian and New Armenian. The article
presents the linguistic features of Alishan's works written in Western Armenian.

THE IRREPLACEABLE PATRIARCH OF ARMENOLOGY

Many critics tried to penetrate into the depths of the literary and scientific
heritage left by the outstanding Armenologist, writer and poet Alishan, however,
probably no one has yet succeeded in revealing in integrity the universal boundaries
of the work of the brilliant Armenian intellectual, boundaries that stretch from
geography to history, from literary studies to linguistics, from garbar /old Armenian/
to new Armenian, from poetry to folklore, art history, bibliography. All this can be
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summed up by one word, which is called Homeland studies, where Alishan is unlikely
to have a worthy rival equal to him. He was never lucky enough to step on Armenian
land at least once and for a moment, to breathe its life-giving air, to drink its
delicious water, to smell the scent of flowers, which are described name by name in
his works. In return, Alishan felt it all with his soul, completely absorbed it, outlining
the boundaries of spiritual Armenia with his large-scale works, which one day were
supposed to become real and state borders. With his work, Alishan promoted not
only the Armenian thought, but also the national liberation movement, inspiring the
Armenian youth of that time with an example of describing the glory of the past. For
almost two centuries, the splendor of his works has not only faded, but also shines
brighter, gathering the fragments of all Armenians of the world around spiritual and
secular Armenia, around the idea of realizing national aspirations. This work is a
modest attempt to value and appreciate the courage that the name of Alishan revived
and continues to revive in the eternity of centuries, the courage that Alishan showed
at the cost of patriotism, hardships and deprivation.

REDUCTION OF CHROMIUM (VI) IN AQUEOUS SOLUTIONS UNDER INTERNAL

The reduction of chromium (VI) ions to chromium (lll) ions in an aqueous
medium under conditions of internal electrolysis has been investigated. The
restoration was carried out by means of a galvanic coal-copper pair.

The contact time
was controlled by the flow rate. It was found that at an initial chromium (VI)
concentration of 1000 mg / |, the optimal process parameters are: mC / mCu = 1: 2,
pH = 2, contact time 10 minutes.

From demi-doux wine of the Eghegnadzor (Armenia) is isolated and purificated
the superoxide-producing complex of NADPH containing protein component (NPC)
with Fe (lll), NPC-Fe (lll) for the first time. From NPC-Fe (lll) was separated NPC,
which only possesses the reductive (antioxidative) effect.The specific content of
NPCor NPC-Fe (lll) is 4,5 mg/mn (p<0,05, n=6)of the wine. The fluorescence intensity
of the NPC-Fe (Ill) complex or NPC in relalive units (F) is 52,6%5,5 (p<0,05, n=6).
The Fe(lll) in the complex of NPC-Fe(lll) is a electronic bridge from NADPH to
molecular oxygen reducing its up to superoxide radical (O;).By this mechanism the
NPC is stimulate the process of the production of 0,7, using the Fe(lll) of heme group
of the isoforms of Noxof erythrocytes and leucocytes in homogeneous and
heterogeneous phase.

Thus, on the basis of above receivableindicies, the complex of NPC-Fe(lIl) from
demi-doux wine can be use as a natural antimicrobial agent, and NPC, as a
immunomodulator or stimulator of the isoforms of Nox of the immune cells
(erythrocytes and leucocytes).

Abstract: The mining sector is one of the leading sectors of the Armenian
economy. The technological processes of the mining industry are associated with the
consumption of natural resources and the accumulation of various wastes in the
environment. Under the influence of anthropogenic factors, there is a real or
potential possibility of disrupting the natural environment, the environment and the
normal processes of human life. The main way to prevent environmental risks is the
system of ecological-geographical mapping of the study area.

Currently, the main method of waste disposal is their storage at landfills, which
has a negative impact on the environment.

There are many small, large, active or mothballed tailing dumps in Armenia,
which are of serious concern for the environment - soil, biota, water and air, as well
as for the health of the population living in these areas.

The aim of the work is a comprehensive study of the existing tailing dumps in
the Republic of Armenia, mapping the impact zones of the tailing dumps, and
classification of territories by the degree of pollution.

We observed the Agarak tailing dump, which, under appropriate climatic and
geological conditions, became extremely dangerous for the area.

Samples of soil cover, water, agricultural crops were investigated, the
concentrations of harmful substances were determined by comparing the level of
pollution of the territory by comparing them with the corresponding permissible
maximum concentrations.

ABOUT AN OBJECT RELATED TO THE PERIOD OF EXILE OF ART CRITIC SERIK
DAVTYAN

KESHISHYAN MARY

Serik Davtyan, a prominent Armenian art critic, ethnographer, scientist, skilled
specialist in decorative applied arts, pedagogue and public figure. She was born in
Dilijan (RA, Tavoush region) in 1893. After attending a local school, she continued
her education at the Tbilissi (Georgia) Girls' Gymnasium, graduating with honors in
1913. In 1914, returning to her hometown, taught at a local school. After graduating
from the historical-philological department of the Saratov University in 1920, she
taught at schools in 1920s and 1930s and was involved also in publik and state
activities.

She was repressed by Salin regime in 1937 and was exiled for 10 years. S.
Davtyan was exiled to distant Magadan (Kolyma), where she spends the most difficult
days of her life in a repressed camp.

After being exonerated and until the end of her life, she was engaged in
scientific work. A wide range of her scientific interests - embroidery, lace, carpet,
which was reflected in her generalizing monograph on the history of folk applied art.
Her candidate thesis was titird “Essays on the history of Armenian Embroidery”
(1963), but her research interests were mush wider and covered different spheres of
folk applied arts. S. Davtyan’s many articles and monographs include “A Textbook of
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Embroidery” (1956 and 1963), “Armenian Lace” (1966), “Armenian Embroidery”
(1972), “Armenian Carpet” (1975), “The Marash Embroidery” (1978) and “Essays on
the History of Aremnian Medieval Applied arts” (1981), the latter being the summary
of her research of many years. These are long-term studies conducted by a scientist-
artist in the field of decorative-applied arts. The last two books were published after
S. Davtyan’s death in 1978.

The material of the article refers to the work of S. Davtyan, created over the
years in exile. This is a pillow made of fabric to hold the needles: a stylized needle
pillow in the shape of a doll. S. Davtyan kept and used this item, which had a special
meaning for her. The article describes the details of the preparation of the subject,
material and creative work. It is noteworthy that in order to prevent the needles from
rusting, she filled the pillow with hairs of female prisoners. After S. Davtyan's death,
she left this thing to her daughter Nerik Davtyan, who used the pillow until the
1990s.

The lining for the needle is interesting, as it is considered a unique surviving
material from the period of Serik Davtyan's repression. Doing this in Magadan, she
traveled with him even after returning from exile (Magadan-Dilijan-Yerevan) and did
not part. We think that this pillow had a special spiritual value for a famous art critic
and ethnographer. Therefore, this item was carefully kept and used in the family,
knowing its significance, how dear it was for Serik Davtyan.

STUDY OF WORD FORMATION ISSUES IN «CRITICAL GRAMMAR OF THE
VERNACULAR OR MODERN ARMENIAN LANGUAGE» BY ARSEN AYDINIAN

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The structural features of wordstock of the Armenian language have been the
subject of study since the 5" century. They are presented in the translation of "The
Art of Grammar” of Dionysius Thrax and its further interpretations. Later word
formation issues were tackled alongside the attempts to classify the Armenian word
stock according to the relation toparts of speech.

The given paper touches upon the study of theoretical basis of the development
of Modern Armenian word formation. Particularly, we have studied the word
formation issues in the “Critical Grammar of the Vernacular or Modern Armenian
Language”, a book by the representative ofthe Viennese Mekhitarist Order Arsen
Aydinian.

In his book “Critical Grammar of the Vernacular or Modern Armenian
Language” A. Aydinian conducted a profound and multifaceted analysis of word
formation issues from the historic perspective. A. Aydinian gave the classification of
words: simple, compound, words coined as a result of reduplication and affixation.
However, he did not differentiate words coined as a result of simultaneous
compounding and affixation processes.

In the book the common patterns of Modern Armenian word formation are
displayed in comparison with grabar (Classical Armenian language) and dialects.

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Various manifestations of the image and the motif of the dragon in
Hovhannes Tumanyan's folk- based songs, ballads, poems and fairy tales are
presented in the article.

Comparing and combining the real, the fabulous and the mythical, Tumanyan
adheres to the traditions of folklore and, using the themes of various myths, at the
same time enriches the figurative system of the analyzed works.

The writer expresses the image and the motif of the dragon for different
purposes and under different circumstances, directly or figuratively.

Thus, if the writer in the lyrical epic genres uses the image of a dragon
primarily as a figurative and expressive means of speech /metaphor or comparison/,
symbolizing or emphasizing his greatness, power, terrifying, often deadly force, then
he uses the dragon's motif to describe the phenomena, images, and actions more
deeply.

Although the author uses the words demon or monster instead of the dragon
in fairy tales containing the dragon’s motif, they are nevertheless true to the main
storyline characteristic of the dragon’s myth (the dragon kidnaps the beautiful virgin,
and the brave serpent fighter combats the kidnapper, realizing the girl, defeats or
kills him.)

The paper touches upon possibilities of applying classroom debates in Russian
language and literature class in Armenian schools.

The notion of the debates, their role and main reason as well as the structure
of debates and the teacher’s role while running debates have been presented in the
paper. While carrying out the research it was decided to check experimentally the
efficiency of the implementation of the method in a Russian language and literature
class in one of Armenian schools. The experimental teaching was delivered with the
11" grade students of school Ne 1 after Suren Makaryan of Sarukhan village
(Gegharkunik region of the Republic of Armenia). The main goal of the experimental
teaching was to reveal the efficiency of the teaching sessions with the application of
classroom debates. The description of the experimental teaching is presented in detail
in the given paper: the overall goal and specific objectives of the experimental
teaching, its phases (preparing debates, running debates, discussing debates).

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The given paper is devoted to the application of Classroom Assessment
Techniques (CATs) in EFL class in Armenian schools. CATs are generally simple,
non-graded, anonymous, in-class activities designed to give the instructors and
students useful feedback on the teaching/learning process as it is happening.
The observation over the assessment techniques enabled us to come to the
following conclusion: most teachers and lecturers use traditional grading
system and very few use CATs in their teaching practice. To overcome this gap a
few lesson plans were developed by us and teaching with the application of
CATs was delivered during the second term of this academic year. The
experimental teaching was delivered with the 8th grade students of Gavar
school N2 4 after Avetik Isahakyan (Gegharkunik region of the Republic of
Armenia) in the second term f this academic year (2019-2020). During the
teaching the “Invented Dialogue” assessment technique was applied. This
technique belongs to the group of CATs which assess students’ skill in synthesis
and creative thinking. All the stages of experimental teaching are presented in
the paper: planning the teaching, delivering the teaching, evaluation of the
teaching. To evaluate the efficiency of the experimental teaching with the
implementation of CATs SWOT analysis was used (for self-evaluation) as well as
feedback was provided from the students. The SWOT analysis matrix and the
results of the feedback are also presented in the given paper.

The article is dedicated to the terminological issues of the Constitution of the
Third Republic of Armenia.

Historical, comparative-legal, systemic-structural and other methods have been
used to study the terms and their changes in the Constitution adopted in 1995 and
amended in 2005 and 2015.

The purpose of the article is to present that, among other factors, the
qualitative features of the Constitution as a basic legal document are determined by
the correctly chosen terminology.

Constitutional terminology is discussed as a key component of legal
terminology. The examples clarify that the constitutional term is not just a word or
word structure included in the Constitution, but a unit of constitutional legal value,
which must accurately express the socio-legal meaning of the regulated relationship,
institution and process. The article defines constitutional terminology as a
coordinated, interconnected system of terms enshrined in constitutional legal norms,
which expresses the purpose and essence of the constitutional legal regulation of
important public relations.

The author proposes to form a specialized body, Legal Terminology
Commission, following the example of the former Terminology Committee which can
be established adjacent to the Language Committee under the Ministry of Education,
Science, Culture and Sports or adjacent to the Ministry of Justice.

The activity of the Legal Terminology Commission is important from the point
of view of accurate understanding and interpretation of the meaning of the terms,
providing for their joint use, creating new terms and ensuring the quality of the
constitutional reforms to be carried out in the Republic of Armenia.

ABOUT GAME OF “CHOKAN”

The falsification of the history in Azerbaijan has become the policy of the state.
Azerbaijanis are claimed to be an autochthonous nation, the heirs of the Albanian
tribes that have once inhabited part of the territory of present-day Azerbaijan. With
the aim of appropriating the Armenian historical and cultural heritage, the equestrian
sports game chokan (chovgan) is said to be an “ancient Azerbaijani” game. Moreover,
in 2013, through the efforts of the Azerbaijani authorities, the game was inscribed on
UNESCO's World Heritage List as an intangible cultural heritage of the Azerbaijani
people.

In the article the author proves that chokan has never been and couldn’t be an
ancient Albanian, moreover an “ancient Azerbaijani” game. The game had been
played in Armenia and Iran long before the ancestors of Azerbaijanis, the Turkic
nomadic tribes of Kara-Koyunlu and Ak-Koyunlu, had come and settled on the
territory of Armenia and Iran in 14-15th centuries. Armenian and Iranian boys were
taught this game at school alongside other subjects, such as grammar, astrology,
music, military science and hunting. In particular, at the end of the 3d century A.D.,
the sons of Persian King of Kings Ardavan V as well as the future King of Iran
Ardashir | of the Sassanid dynasty played this equestrian game. Armenian King
Shapur, Prince Shavasp Artsruni and many others played this game in Armenia in the
5th century A.D.
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The author also proves that horses had been bred in Armenia much earlier
than in Iran. And, therefore, it can be assumed that the Armenians began to play the
game of chokan before the Persians did.

NEIGHBOUR LAW AS A CIVIL- LAW INSTITUTION

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The article is devoted to the issues of legal regulation of neighbour relations in
the Republic of Armenia. There are many disputes, problems and uncertain situations
in the area of neighbour relations that, in the best interests of justice, require clear
legal regulation, which is why the implementation of the neighbour law institution in
the RA legal system is conditioned.

The article deals with the norms of Chapter 14.2 of the Civil Code of the
Republic of Armenia. Provisions regulating the neighbouring plots or other common
share ownership, water use and other relationships between neighbors are discussed.
The nature of the “Neighbour Law” institution and its relation to similar legal
structures are analyzed. The concept of neighbour law is defined as a restriction of
property rights arising from the interests of neighbors and different approaches to
define such concept have been explored. It is proposed to make a number of
amendments to the RA Civil Code, the Right of Ownership of Multi-Apartment
Building, as well as relevant bylaws.
