Physical loads play an important role in the development of functional
reserves of the body, and the level of motor activity determines their quantitative
equivalent. The relationship between the indicators of physical development,
physical fitness and the state of health of students has been established. At the
same time, training activity, in parallel with training loads, imposes increased
requirements on the functional reserves of the body. Physical loads can cause a
number of changes in the functional systems of the homeostatic level, change the
regulatory-adaptive status of the body, predetermining the current and future
course of adaptation. One of the scientifically based methods of prenosological
diagnostics is the analysis of heart rate variability, which allows obtaining
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information about the mechanisms of regulation of the cardiovascular system. The
cardiovascular system is a multifunctional mechanism that plays a significant role
at all structural levels of the human body. One of its features is a change in the
functional state due to the influence of various exogenous and endogenous
factors. Analysis of heart rate variability makes it possible to investigate and
evaluate the adaptive capabilities of the body and the degree of tension of
regulatory systems. Mathematical processing of the ECG makes it possible to
obtain a number of temporal, spectral and geometric indicators, thanks to which
an objective assessment of the state of the autonomic nervous system is carried
out.

HELMINTHS OF THE FISH OF VARAGAJUR RIVER

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Decades ago, most unique fish species lived in the rivers and ponds of
Armenia, some of which had industrial significance.

There is no information on the study of helminthiasis in Varagadzur River
fish. The study of the helminth fauna of this river fish is of scientific and practical
interest, especially under the influence of anthropogenic factors associated with
the change of the environmental regime of the river.

The aim of the work is to find out the species composition of helminths of
Varagadzur river fish.

Researches were carried out in 2021-2022 in the laboratories of
parasitology and helminthology of the Research Center of Veterinary Medicine
and Veterinary Sanitary Expertise, the Department of Epidemiology and
Parasitology of ANAU, as well as the Scientific Center of Zoology and
Hydroecology.

65 fish of 3 species caught from the Varagajur River were subjected to
complete helminthological dissection: pathogens were found in 40 of them.
Infected fish appeared to be clinically healthy in appearance, but dissection
revealed different pathogens.
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Fortunately, Rhabdachona roundworms were found in the guts of Brown
trout /Salmo trutta/, Kura barbel /Barbus lacerta/ and Caucasian scraper /Capoeta
capoeta/ in the Varagadzur River flowing through Tavush region, and
metacercariae of Diplostomum spataceum and Diplostomum rutili trematodes
were found in the lense of the eye. The infestation of the examined fish was
61.5%, with the worm infestation of Kura barbel being 58.3%, Caucasian scraper
- 71.4% and Caucasian scraper - 63.6%.

THE CONTENT AND ACTIVITY OF ANTIOXIDANTS OF THE EXTRACT OF
OREGANO (ORIGANUM VYULGARE L.) GROWING IN DIFFERENT

The use of origanum vulgare L. has a long history in traditional medicine as
a digestive stimulant and stomach spasm reliever. It was interesting to find out the
antioxidant properties of this plant. For this purpose, the antioxidant properties of
the ethyl acetate extracts obtained from the raw material of origanum vulgare L.
growing in the Goris region of the Republic of Armenia, in the Central Botanical
Garden of the Republic of Belarus and near Chernogolovka city in the Moscow
Region have been studied. Both the content of antioxidant substances and their
activity have been determined, which is characterized by the rate constant of the
reaction between the inhibitor (InH) and peroxide radicals (R0;)

ks .
(RO, + InH — ROOH + In), were determined.

It has been found that the largest amount of substances with antioxidant
activity are in the ethyl acetate extracts of origanum vulgare L. growing in the
Central Botanical Garden of the Republic of Belarus. This fact indicates that the
temperature factor and the phenomenon of introduction had a decisive influence
on the process of antioxidant biosynthesis reactions in the studied plants.

Although the amount of antioxidant substances in the ethyl acetate extracts
obtained from origanum vulgare L. growing in the Central Botanical Garden of
the Republic of Belarus was large, their activity was low, in contrast to the ethyl
acetate extracts obtained from origanum vulgare L. growing in the Goris region,
where the amount of antioxidant substances was less, but the activity was high.

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Indices of comfort and discomfort of the weather conditions of the area
are of great importance in organizing a person's recreation and ensuring his
health. They are considered sensitive criteria (indicators) that can be used to
identify terrain features and draw valuable conclusions and recommendations. At
the same time, the obtained indices replenish the data bank, which can be used to
conduct similar studies in any area.

In the article, on the basis of the formula proposed by Arakawa, indices of
discomfort in the Syunik region were calculated by landscape zones. The formula
combines indices of relative humidity and temperature. Afterwards, these indices
were compared and combined with comfort indices of the warm season,
calculated by the formula of equivalent-effective temperature (combination of
indices of temperature, relative humidity and wind speed) and discomfort indices
of the cold season, calculated by the Bodman’s formula, which are obtained in
our previous articles. As a result, the credibility and reliability of the data
obtained were confirmed.

Only in this case will it be possible to use these indices to solve specific
problems, in particular, to select territories favorable to human health and season
use, to choose safe places to live for people with dependence on meteorological
conditions through a migration, separate recreational zones and to select spatial-
temporal conditions for the development of tourism.

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The paper discusses the minimum average ten-day winter discharges of the
rivers flowing into Lake Sevan for the individual observation stations with a long
series of registrations. It is calculated as the norm of the average winter ten-day
minimum discharges, coefficients of variability (Cv) and asymmetry (Cs) of the
lake basin rivers. Winter average ten-day minimum discharges of rivers flowing
into Lake Sevan are within 0.050-2.61 m3/s. The coefficient of variation of the
winter average annual minimum of runoff is 0.13-0.62, the coefficient of
asymmetry is 0.20-1.48. Small values of the coefficient of variation are observed
in the rivers with stable groundwater recharge. For most of the rivers flowing into
Lake Sevan (58% of the observed rivers), there is a tendency towards an increase
in the average ten-day minimum of discharges in the winter period. The period of
the winter minimum of the stream flow coincides with the barn period of the
livestock, when the most concentrated emissions of livestock (urine, manure) and
manure occur, enriching the aquatic environment with biogenic nitrogen and
phosphorus.The dangerous impact of livestock contaminants on the quality of the
rivers flowing into Lake Sevan has been demonstrated. It is especially harmful in
the cold half of the year, when livestock is kept in the stables.

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Seafood and fish products form a very significant part of our diet. Of all
animal products, they are considered to be one of the most valuable sources of
complete proteins. Therefore, providing the population with this product is
considered a key issue, with the development of artificial ponds for piscicultural
farms as a possible solution. Modern intensive fish farming typically entails
growing a large number of fish in inadequate, small ponds, that provide
favourable conditions for the spread of infectious and parasitic diseases. An
excellent example of a piscicultural farm would be the fish farm known as
“Private Enterpreneur Maxim Safaryan” in Sarukhan village of the Gegharkunik
region in Armenia, where veterinary and sanitary research was performed. The
examinations were performed using organoleptic and laboratory tests. Of 80 fish
products examined, the following conclusions were made:

e The vast majority of examined fish (92.5%) corresponded to the freshness

indicators.

5% had slight deviations from the normal organoleptic and laboratory

indicators, and only 2.5% were recognized as unsuitable for food

consumption.

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THE STUDY RESULTS OF THE MAIN HYDROPHYSICAL DESCRIPTIONS IN
IRRIGATED SOILS
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Master Student
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The research is devoted to the study of the main hydrophysical
characteristics in an unsaturated medium of irrigated lands. A correlative
relationship has been established between soil moisture potential, capillary rising
height, soil moisture and moisture gradient. Examining the patterns of moisture
transfer in the unsaturated zone, it was also found out that the coefficient of
moisture conductivity and the total moisture pressure gradient vary both in
magnitude and direction. The findings related to the change of soil moisture
gradient or change of moisture potential gradient are more expedient to describe
water flow caused by different mechanisms. The conducted studies confirm the
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point of view that the change of moisture conductivity coefficient depends on the
mechanical composition of the soil and it definitely does not change. From the
summary of the results of the study of the hydro-physical characteristics of
irrigated soils in the unsaturated zone, it was revealed that there is a certain
correlative dependence between soil moisture potential, soil moisture and
moisture gradient. Such an approach to problem solving has practically a wider
application and is mainly sufficient to describe and understand the rules and
patterns of moisture transfer.

Khorenatsi also asserts that knowing history means knowing the past to
understand the present and to foresee the future.Therefore, knowledge of history
is simultaneously a way of human self-recognition. The purpose of the article is to
reveal that the above was studied by Khorenatsi from the point of view of the
insufficiently studied human-society-nature relationship.

First, Khorenatsi shows that social existence is the most complex of the
manifestations of existence, because it consists not only of will and consciousness,
but also of individuals with motivation and aspiration. Man is also a part of nature,
its child; and the human nature and behavior leave their impact on nature.
According to Khorenatsi, all of them are conditioned by strong cause-and-effect
relationships with their consequences.

Khorenatsi considered human-society-nature balance
restoration as the most important guarantee for the survival of the society in the
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future. The "solidarity" of a man and nature has no alternative. Khorenatsi
concluded that “only by realizing the harmony of nature and humans, by loving
nature, humans can imagine themselves as a safe and happy being, and the
concern for the nature makes him a rational being”.

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SPECIAL ASPECTS OF THE STUDY OF THE MAIN BRANCHES OF BUDDHISM

Armenian religious thought has focused little research on Buddhism ftill
now. In the existing studies, the main branches of Buddhism are either not
presented at all, or presented partly. In this article the author presentes the
characteristic features of Theravada and Mahayana, the two directions of
Buddhism. In the case of a more complete and systematic analysis of Buddhism,
the main methodological approach will be the fact that this religion has never
been homogeneous and continually has been divided into different schools and
branches. Concerning the doctrine of salvation in Buddhism, disagreements arose

immediately after the Buddha's death, and about in two hundred years that
eventually led to the doctrine’s division. Theravada mainly pays more attention to
the individual practice of salvation and as ideal sees the image of the arahant.
Buddha was born as a human being, but lived and died like Buddha. Buddha is
the only example, and only by following it and living the ascetic life one can attain
the degree of arahant and nirvana.There is no idea of God in the classical sense
in Theravada, and Buddha is not a god or another supernatural being. He has just
shown the way to salvation and his worship is only to pay homage to the greatest
teacher. Mahayana has its own interpretations of Buddha's nature, the path of
salvation, the end point, the ideal image of the individual. The sacred literature is
different in Mahayana, the doctrine of the three bodies of Buddha has been
formed, salvation is available to the laity, and the role of the bodhisattvas is great
in salvation. The Mahayana accepts the three forms (bodies) of Buddha's
existence: earthly, heavenly and transcendental. The ideal is the state of the
bodhisattva, a being who has reached nirvana but has given up on it to help
others. Anyone can become a bodhisattva, that is why the Mahayana recognizes
that there are so many bodhisattvas. Thus, it should be stated that there can’t be
any complete and final opinion concerning the Buddhism, but it can be referred
to a specific branch of it. As a result, studies of Buddhism must be viewed in a
definite space and time.

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EFFICIENCY OF ECONOMIC ACTIVITY OF VITICULTURAL BUSINESS IN THE

Viticulture is one of the leading branches of agriculture in Armenia,
providing farms with a stable income. For future development of the industry it is
necessary to study the dynamics of the main economic indicators and to realize
the existing problems.

The article aims to assess the factual state of efficiency of grape production
during the last five years.

The subject of the article is to study the main indicators related to
viticulture in the Republic of Armenia for period 2017-2021: yield, gross harvest,
level of productivity.

According to the results, the lowest level of profitability of grape production
in Armenia was observed especially in 2019 and 2021 in Vayots Dzor. The highest
rate of 59.9% was achieved in 2020 in the farms of the Ararat Valley. In general,
over the last five years, the sector, on average, has provided the farms with an
annual profit of about 2419 million drams.

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We propose analyzing structural changes in financial markets based
on portfolios constructed with minimal distance to normality. There are
several ways to check changes in one time series, but tracking structural
changes in many times series simultaneously should be based on some
functionality. Here we analyze possibilities of linear combinations of returns
of underlying securities. Utilizing techniques of Hellinger’s probability
metric, we construct the portfolio closest to Gaussian in distribution with
parameters found from efficient frontier of Markowitz’s mean-variance
portfolio. The Hellinger’s distance though cannot address any change of the
whole bunch of assets, such as momentary shift in return; it is sensitive to
changes within market dependencies. We display the use of the method on
an obvious example of exchange market, where we detect the obvious
structural change. Thus this diagnostic tool may be a good invariant for
structural change detection, or at least a good approximation of one.

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PROBLEMS OF MINE PRODUCTIVITY IN THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

The article refers to the gaps in the RA law book on the crust regarding the
annual productivity of mines, which cause certain economic, social, and
environmental problems.

Those problems and issues were not taken into account, because they
almost completely correspond to the codes on the crust of a number of other
countries, which regulate similar issues by other standards.

The issues raised by us are presented on the example of one mine, which
almost contradict the RA constitution and the interests of the country. In
particular, the loophole in the law exempts investors from the risks of return of
capital costs, significant social responsibility, environmental measures, etc. In fact,
the term "Crust is a state property" remains under question and we leave
generations without natural resources. At the same time, the interest of the youth
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in the natural sciences in the country is lost and undermines the future of the
state.

We have made calculations on the example of a number of mines, in line
with the previously existing standards, according to which the risks of the
investments to be made by private companies are sufficient, the probability of
losing is excluded, and the probable profit of the Republic of Armenia is
calculated and reasoned.

If these problems are taken into account, it will be possible to increase the
mineral resources of the country; the sector will have a stable development. The
demand for specialists in a number of scientific fields will increase, and
unemployment in border communities will decrease. Environmental problems
caused by mining are increasing day by day and will increase if these issues are
not resolved logically.

As a solution to the problem, we propose to take as a basis the
classification of the annual production productivity of mines operating in the
Soviet Union and establish new standards, taking into account the priorities of the
economy of our republic.

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ANALYSIS OF RESULTS OF AGRICULTURAL INSURANCE FOR 2020-2022

The study of international experience shows that in almost all countries of
the world, agricultural insurance is implemented with state financial support,
mainly through the subsidy of the insurance premium, and it is most effectively
implemented with the active cooperation of public and private institutional
structures.

Agricultural insurance is one of the most important state support programs
for the agricultural sector, which aims to mitigate the risks of the agricultural
sector and stabilize the incomes of farmers. In 2019, by the decision of the
government, the implementation of the pilot program of agricultural insurance
was launched in the Republic of Armenia. At the beginning of the program, 2
crops were insured against 2 risks, and now 13 crops are insured against 3 risks.
In 2020-2022, the program has developed a new agro-culture in the field of
agriculture; the number of beneficiaries of the program is increasing year by
year. In this regard, the article analyzed the results of 3 years of the program and
presented practical suggestions.

In this research, we have examined the layers of Bayazet's dialect
vocabulary that characterize women and men according to external and internal
features, occupation, marital relationship, position and status, behavior, clothing,
etc. Our goal was to classify the words that differentiate the genders according to
different semantic groups, to observe them according to their lexical and
semantic peculiarities. The material included in the field of research was taken
from the dialect-speaking environment, as well as from published works.
Observations show that language makes systematic differences in reflecting both
gender realities and evaluative attitudes towards them, but the differences are
mainly related to the semantic field and not to word formation. The material
observed in the course of the study, as well as the results obtained by their
systematic nature, allow us to assert that the phenomenon must be observed in
other dialects, as well as in dialectal Armenian as a whole.

"MSHAK" NEWSPAPER’S REVIEW ABOUT THE MKHITARIANS OF VENICE
(to the 150" anniversary of the publication of "Mshak"newspaper)

"Mshak" newspaper occupies an important place in the history of the
Armenian periodical press. It was published in Tiflis since 1872 under the
editorship of a famous intellectual and public activist Grigor Artsruni. People with
progressive views of the time worked for the newspaper. Many of Raffi's works
were first published in this newspaper.

"Mshak" newspaper has touched a lot on social, cultural and national
issues of public concern, evaluated them with new ideological approaches,
provided information from different regions.

In 1873, in its 40" release , the newspaper referred to the activities of the
Mkhitarian Congregation in Venice, related to some religious orientations.
"Mshak" highly appreciated the Mkhitarians’ activities but contrasted the initial
and last (second half of the 19% century) periods of their activity, considering the
unconcealed inclination of some members of the congregation to the Catholic
Church. If Catholicism was initially a mask for the purpose of developing
Armenian culture, later it became an essence.

The observations of "Mshak" about the activities of the Mkhitarian
Congregation are analyzed in the article.

The first mentioning and information about the archaic hero is transmitted
to us through myths, epic songs, legends, conversations, and epics.

various paremiological genres of folklore, and in particular, proverbs, sayings,
curses, blessings, oaths and beliefs contained in the collections of
Srvandztiants. In Garegin Srvandztiants's collections, the various manifestations of
short paremiological formulaic structures, which are applied genres with a
supernatural power of speech, negatively or positively affecting the world, things
and phenomena around him, testify to a person's faith in the power of words that
comes from the depths of centuries.

THE NEWLY FORMED WORDS IN L. DURYAN'S WORKS

The article examines the newly formed words in L. Duryan's works.

His poetry collections "Known life", "This much from my life" and the poem
"Mashtots" reveal the writer's language-thinking system with its newly created
words and original word formations. With precise and skilful use of new word
formations, the poet takes advantage of the lexical possibilities of the Armenian
language and creates unique and impressive new words, thus adding to the
vocabulary of the Armenian language.

Newly created words with the names of celestial bodies - arevabukh
(sunburst), arevagangur (sun curl), astghakal, astghatas (star cup), lusnaogh
(moon ring), are mostly complications with the use of articles. There are two
groups of words expressing color: words in which there are no names of colors
(yerpnadzayn - multicolor, sharagunegh - bright red, hradeghdzan), and new
formations, where one of the components is the name of a color (kaptahur -
bright blue), kaptazulal - clean blue, kaptakhit - dense blue). There are many new
words formed with endings based on verbs (zulalahos - clean water streaming),
srbatarac - sanctified), hanjarakhos - genius speaker). There are also many
formations with the suffixes - utyun, -munq, - q. Among the newly formed words,
there are words and expressions related to the homeland, the Armenian language
(hayatsukh - Armenian home/family, azgashuq nationwide).

The creation of neologisms, new words and new meanings has always
stimulated the process of replenishing the vocabulary of the Armenian language.

One of the significant branches of Armenian terminology is military
terminology the study of which is important both from practical and scientific
points of view.

Parpetsi’s «History of Armenia» provides rich basis for both the synchronic and
diachronic analyses of Grabarian military terms. In the given article, the military-
political concepts used in the work were distinguished, original examples of these
concepts and terms were given, their origin and statistical picture were
presented. As terms of military content, we singled out those words which are
either only a term or having other meanings as well, and are distinguished by the
predominance of a military meaning, because, as it is well-known, there is no

The article, in a comparative aspect, deals with the structural,
morphological and functional features of medical terminological phrases (TP) in
the medical terminology of Russian and Armenian languages based on the
secondary texts of the textbook “Russian Language Courses for Medical Students”
(605 TP). The features of the formation of terminological series from one term-
base are considered. Structural analysis made it possible to single out simple TPs
(two-component TPs - 74.5% of the total number of TPs considered) and complex
ones consisting of three or more words (25.5%) and show their percentage ratio.
Morphological analysis made it possible to identify substantive and verbal
terminological phrases (TP). In substantive TP, the main word expressed by a
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noun was combined with nouns (N+N - 105 TP - 17.3%), with adjectives (A+N -
476 TP - 78.6%), with numerals (Nm+N - 5 TP - 0.5%), with participles (P.+N -
18 TP - 2.9%). As the analysis showed, the terminological phrases A+N dominate
over the other substantive TP. As for verbal TPs, although they may well meet the
requirements for terms, there are few of them, since in TS verbs are more often
replaced by verbal nouns.

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The article is devoted to the identification of the essential features of
applying the logical action of classification in natural, mathematical and
humanitarian sciences. The same forms of thought and very different attempts
to classify other objects are found in scientific-methodical literature dedicated to
natural, mathematical and humanitarian sciences. A particularly contradictory
picture is observed in the fields of humanities. For this reason, there is a need to
identify the essential features of the logical action in classification, especially in
humanities.

Many researchers have dealt with the classification of forms of thought or
methods of different fields: Aristotle, M.l. Korinsky, V.F. Asmus, G.A. Brutyan,
E.l. Ayvazyan (logic: proof methods), Yu. Babansky, S. Perovsky, E. Gallant, M.
Skatkin, |. Lerner, M. Danilov, B. Yesipov, N. Verzilin, M. Makhmutov, V.
Palamarchuk, S. Shapovalenko (pedagogy: teaching methods) and others. None of
the researchers in the field of humanities succeeded in making a complete
classification (that is, many methods were left out as a result of these
"classifications"). Complete classifications of the problem of our interest are found
mainly in mathematics and natural sciences.

Reaffirming that the logical action of classification in natural and
mathematical sciences is a normal phenomenon and researchers always succeed
in establishing the necessary equivalence relation as the basis of classification, we
have clarified and substantiated that it is essentially difficult to apply this action in
the fields of humanities. Therefore, in those sciences, it is more natural to talk
about the enumeration of "classes" of methods rather than classification.

THE FACTORS OF PSYCHOLOGICAL SAFETY OF THE TEACHER'S
PERSONALITY IN PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITIES

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In this paper, an attempt was made to emphasize the problem of studying
the factors that ensure the professional safety of the personality of a teacher
engaged in professional activity, which in turn will make it possible to get one step
closer to explaining the problem of the influence of classical pedagogical activity
on the formation of psychological burnout syndrome among teachers.

The article presents our research, the purpose of which is to clarify the
factors that ensure the psychological safety of the teacher's personality in the
process of professional activity.

To achieve this goal, we have put forward and solved the following tasks:

1. To present the features of psychological safety of a teacher in the
conditions of professional activity through the study of theoretical sources;

2. To identify and substantiate possible factors affecting the psychological
safety of a teacher in the context of socio-economic and educational features of
Armenia;

3. To present the problem of interaction and interrelation between factors
by identifying the correlation relationship.

In the course of the study, the method of “Diagnosing the level of emotional
burnout” by V. Boyko, the method of “Studying the motivation of professional
activity” by K. Zemfir in the modification of A. Rean was applied.

The methodological basis of the research was the principle of unity of
consciousness and activity, developed within the framework of the philosophical
and psychological concept of S.L. Rubinstein, the activity approach developed in
the works of L. S. Vygotsky, A. N. Leontiev, B. M. Teplov, V. D. Shadrikov.

Based on this goal, it is assumed that the motivation of the classical
professional activity of a teacher can have a negative impact on the psychological
health of a teacher and be a prerequisite for the formation of a psychological
burnout syndrome. Despite this assumption, the study showed that external
positive and negative motivation within the sample does not affect the formation of
professional burnout syndrome, and only 4 out of 50 teachers studied have it
strongly extrapolated, and the remaining 46 have it expressed in average
indicators (44 people) or absent altogether (2 people). Thus, considering the
available indicators, we can say that the resistance coefficient prevails within the
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study sample, which may indicate the presence of significant adaptive resources
for the teacher. As a result of the analysis carried out in the work, it became clear
that within the studied sample, external negative motivation can complement the
group of factors influencing the formation of the professional burnout syndrome,
but cannot be considered as a separately expressed full-fledged factor.

The purpose of the article is to present a theoretical and practical study on
the features of fears of young school students, to evaluate the effectiveness of the
therapeutic methods developed by us for their discovery and overcoming.

For the research, we applied a study of psychological concepts and
considered art therapy and fairy tale therapy as effective means of identifying and
overcoming the fears of junior schoolchildren. For experimental research, we
distinguished A.l.  Zakharov’s “Paint your fear” method, psychological
conversation method and thematic fairy tales.

We discovered that art therapy and fairy tale therapy are the best means
for diagnosing childhood fears and overcoming them. The first one helps to bring
out the inner emotional problems of children in the creative process, and under
the influence of the fairy tale, it is possible to create generalizations (associations)
with the characters and form psychological coping mechanisms that they can later
use in life.

WHAT AND WHY DOES THE CONSTITUTION OF THE REPUBLIC OF
ARMENIA PROHIBIT

The article refers to the prohibiting legal norms of the Constitution of the
Republic of Armenia. The method of comparative legal analysis is used to study
the prohibiting norms of the Constitution adopted in 1995, and the prohibition
norms of the main law, amended by referendum in 2005 and 2015.

The author answers the questions about what and why the Constitution
prohibits, justifying that constitutional prohibitions are not an end in themselves,
but, together with authorizing and prohibiting legal norms serve to establish and
strengthen the constitutional order and legality. The article distinguishes direct
and indirect constitutional prohibitions, which are expressed by the following

" n " "

terms: "prohibited", "is prohibited”, "no one is entitled to", "one shall not", "they
are not entitled to", "one must not", etc.

It is concluded that constitutional prohibitions as mandatory norms and
imperative requirements with the highest legal force, should be respected and
considered by subjects of legal relations and, mostly, by the officials. The article
presents proposals for constitutional amendments aimed at strengthening the

constitutional order and legality in the Republic of Armenia.

The article is devoted to issues related to the disclosure and clarification of
the object of constitutional regulation. In particular, the object and subject of
regulation of historical and current constitutions were subjected to a
comprehensive and comparative legal analysis, the features of each of them, as
well as the main trends of modern constitutional developments were studied.
